The DPM Multi-spring magnetic system offered a quick and reliable add on for weapons not outfitted with a light mount rail and for someone looking to lessen the felt recoil of their pistol. Installation of the spring system was quick and during the test firing I experience zero malfunctions. The felt recoil after replacing the standard glock recoil spring was apparent though not extreme. I tested it while firing Federal Tactical loads with both spring set ups. The muliti-shot follow up was a little quicker with the DPM systems. The magnetic add on light rail quickly attaches and was easy to install. For a economical fix to a weapon without a light rail this would be a nice option.

The directions for installation could use some refining. It does not instruct the owner which spring is used for the Glock 17 or 22. Once installtion is completed the recoil system does not seem to add any weight to the weapon nor does it effect the balance or handling. The operation of the weapon is the same as it comes from the manufacture. The installation was on a Glock modle 22 and it did reduce the recoil by at least 25%. The biggest problem was the use of the recoil system with my duty holster. Because of the addition on the bottom of the weapon in would not fit into my holster. On my tactical holster in would secure in, but my tactical holster is designed to have a light attached to the weapon. So you have to decide to have the recoil improvement system or your tactical light attached to the weapon, but not both, with out buying a new holster.
But for training a new shooter for whom you want to reduce the recoil it is a good training aid.
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
